Daar swaai jy binneland toe 
oor die brulduine voordat jy in 
die prentjiemooi Hartmanvallei 
afry. 
Bekend as die Kus van die 
Dood, het talle skepe  en 
hul bemannings aan dié 
ongenaakbare kus aan hul 
einde gekom het.  Onder die 
skeepswrakke wat jy teëkom, is 
die bekende Dunedin Star wat 
in 1942 hier gestrand het en 
‘n heroïese reddingspoging tot 
gevolg gehad het.
Die kombinasie van strand, 
duine en rotse sal so reg in 4x4-
entoesiaste se smaak val, maar 
die verlatenheid en ongerepte 
natuur maak van hierdie ‘n 
sielsreis vir elke avonturier.

Die Skedelkus –  ‘n ongerepte 
en ongenaakbare stuk aarde 
met baie verhale, skeepswrakke 
en ‘n eiesoortige natuurskoon.    
Hierdie woestynkus gryp jou en 
kom sit in jou kop lank nadat jy 
al die sand van jou voete geskud 
het.  
Die mens se spoor is yl gesaai in 
hierdie noordwestelike hoek van 
Namibië.  Bitter min toeriste 
was nog hier en in hierdie 
ongelooflike landskap voel jy 
klein.   Hier besef jy wat Gustave 
Flaubert bedoel het toe hy gesê 
het: “Travel makes one modest.  
You see what a tiny place you 

occupy in the world.”  
Tot onlangs was die noorde 
van die Skedelkuspark – vanaf 
Mövebaai tot by die Kunenemond 
– vir die publiek gesluit.  ‘n Nuwe 
konsessie maak dit nou moontlik 
om tot by die Kunenerivier 
se mond te ry – meer as 700 
km van Swakopmund  op ‘n  
soutpad, grondpad, sandpad en 
strandpad.  
Daarna lê die Namib se duine 
voor as die roete jou ooswaarts en 
stroomop met die Kunenerivier 
vat.  Dis ‘n kans om jou vuurtjie 
op plekke aan te steek waar 
niemand nog  vuur gemaak het 
nie.  Hier verken jy ‘n totaal 
ongerepte deel van Namibië 

waar strandlopers, jakkalse en 
bruinhiënas voorkom.  En as 
jy baie gelukkig is, sien jy dalk 
‘n leeu wat op die strand aan ‘n 
rob lê en vreet!  
Die konsessietoer duur sewe 
dae, waarvan die eerste drie 
jou van Swakopmund tot by 
die Kunenemond neem. Op dag 
vier word die Namib se duine 
aangepak vanaf die Kunenemond 
tot in die Hartmansvallei.  Die 
natuurskoon is verruklik. 
Prentjies soos die Kunene 
se blou stroom wat die geel 
Namibduine aan die een kant 
skei van die dorre berge aan die 
Angola-kant, sal jy lank onthou.  
Die tog suidwaarts vanaf die 

Kunene begin met ‘n stop by ‘n 
uitkykpunt met ‘n wonderskone 
uitsig oor vlaktes bespikkel met 
feetjiesirkels en omsoom met 
donker berge in die verte.  
Suidwaarts tot by Purros 
verander die landskap 
voortdurend.  In die Purros-
omgewing is woestynolifante 
volop en is die kans goed om 
dié ou reuse teen te kom.
Die Kunenemond-
konsessieroete is dié roete in 
Suider-Afrika waar die balans 
tussen inhoud (geskiedenis, 
verhale), unieke dierelewe, 
ongereptheid en ervaring perfek 
is. Hierdie is ‘n móét vir jou  
"bucket list".

Die spoorsnyers 
kap  ‘n pad deur die woud oop 
terwyl ons na die gorillas soek. 
Vier uur later vind ons hulle. 

Middagslapie

Dis ‘n groep wat hul 
vroegmiddag-slapie geniet en 
ons stap versigtig tussen hulle 
in.  Die silwerrug-mannetjie 
lê op die naat van sy rug.  Sy 
amper mens-hande het kort 
vingernaels soos dié van 
iemand wat hard gewerk het.  
Hy steur hom nie aan ons nie 
en los ‘n harde wind ...
In die bome bo ons sit 
‘n klompie wyfies en 
swartrugmannetjies terwyl ‘n 
paar kleintjies ‘n ent verder met 
mekaar speel.   Dan besluit 
een van die kleintjies dat die 
grootmense nou genoeg geslaap 
het en begin die ou silwerrug 
pla.  
Toe hy geïrriteerd opstaan, is 
daar skielik orals beweging en 
kom almal uit hul rusplekke 
in die takke en mikke om hul 
leier te volg.   Ons mag nie 
nader as 7m agter hulle volg 
nie, maar dit is naby genoeg om 
dié skouspel verder dop te hou.  
Daar word gespeel, kleintjies 
drink aan hul ma’s terwyl dié 
ongeërg blare en takke afbreek 
en kou.
Een kleuter speel in ‘n plas 
water, nes ‘n mensekind, terwyl 
hy ons met sy swart kraalogies 
dophou.   “Mens kan tot in 
hul siele kyk,” sê een van die 
toerlede.  Te gou is die toegelate 
uur verby en moet ons gaan.  
Ons toer verder na die Queen 
Elizabeth Nasionale Park. Ons 
ry deur die Ishasha-vlaktes 
en hoop om die leeus wat 
boomklim te sien, maar dit is 
nie ons gelukkige dag nie. 
Die bootvaart op die Kazinga-

kanaal is egter ‘n belewenis. 
Die kanaal is 32 km lank 
en verbind die George- en 

Edwardmeer. Daar is ‘n ryk 
voëllewe langs die oewer en 
omdat die boot stadig naby die 

wal vaar, kan elke dier en voël 
goed bekyk word.
In Fort Portal, aan die voet 
van die Rwenzori-berge - “the 
mountains of the moon” - 
besoek ons die Kibale-woud 
met sy pragtige hoë bome,  
die tuiste van sjimpansees. 
Hulle beweeg baie vinniger as 
die gorillas en ons moet op 
‘n drafstap bly om by te hou. 
Hulle slaan op boomstompe en 
maak harde skree-geluide wat 
tussen die hoë bome weergalm, 
amper soos in ‘n katedraal.
Murchison Falls, Uganda se 
grootste park,  is ryk aan 
dierelewe met groot troppe 
boksoorte, kameelperde en 
olifante. Die park is ook 
die tuiste van die skaars 
skoensnawel (shoebill) en ons 
was voorwaar bevoorreg om een 
raak te loop. 
Die vaart op die Nyl na die 
onderste deel van die waterval 
was ‘n rustige, skoene-uitskop 
ervaring. Daar is baie wild 
langs die oewer en volop 
witkruisarende wat mens van 
ver kan uitken. Met ‘n glasie in 
die hand het ons die son sien 
sak.
Hierdie mooi land se mense 
is vriendelik. Ek sien nou nog 
in my gedagtes beelde van 
skoolkinders in helderkleurige 
uniforms wat vrolik groet.
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Uganda … tuiste van berggorillas en sjimpansees

Om ‘n gorilla van naby in die 
oë te kyk is nogal ‘n emosionele 
ervaring, iets wat jou die res van 
jou lewe gaan bybly.  En om ‘n 
uur saam met ‘n gorillafamilie 
deur te bring, sal jy altyd as ‘n 
hoogtepunt onthou. 
Ek het in Januarie vanjaar die 
voorreg gehad om as Live the 
Journey se toerleier na Rwanda 
saam te gaan.  Die vernaamste 
“moet sien” van die toer is 
natuurlik om die berggorillas op 
te spoor en dop te hou.
Rwanda is bekend as die land 
van ’n duisend heuwels en 
’n miljoen glimlagte. Dis ‘n 
pragtige, skoon en veilige land.  
In die sewe dae sedert ons 
aankoms het ek nie één 
papiertjie gesien wat rondlê nie.  
Een van die toerlede het dit raak 
opgesom:  Rwanda is Afrika se 
bes bewaarde geheim.
Almal het uit hul pad gegaan 
om ons verblyf in Rwanda 
onvergeetlik te maak en ons 
verwagtinge te oortref. Die 

verblyf was uitstekend en die 
toergidse van die beste wat ek 
nog teëgekom het.  
Die gerieflike tent-verblyf in 
die Akagera Nasionale Park se 
Ruzizi-kamp kyk almal uit oor 
’n pragtige meer.  Die voëllewe is 

asemrowend en ons het heerlik 
op die dek gekuier terwyl die 
seekoeie “agtergrond-musiek” 
verskaf het.
Die uur wat ons saam met die 
gorillas deurgebring het, was 
‘n ervaring wat jou aan die siel 
gryp.   Hierdie pragtige diere het 
ons toegelaat om tot by hulle te 
stap en amper ongeërg met hul 
daaglikse roetine voortgegaan, 
amper asof hulle wou sê: Julle

'n Mens voel amper asof jy van 
buite deur die venster na ‘n 
hegte familie in hul tuiste kyk.  
Afloer hoe die ma’s met tipiese 
moederinstink hul kleintjies 
hanteer.  ‘n Warm, gesinsopset 
beloer.  En as jy eers in daardie 
sagmoedige, bruin oë gekyk het, 
gebeur iets in jou binneste.
Daar is agt gorilla-families wat 
hier in hul natuurlike habitat 
besigtig kan word.  Oor tyd het 
hulle aan besoekers gewoond 
geraak en steur hulle meestal 
nie veel aan dié “indringer” nie.    
Die berggorilla is ‘n bedreigde 
spesie en wêreldwyd is net 
850 van hulle oor, verspreid in 
Rwanda, Uganda en die Kongo.   
Ons laaste stop in Rwanda was 
Gisenyi in die noordweste van 
die land. Ons het langs Meer 
Kivu in die luukse Serena Hotel 
gebly. 
Vir my was Rwanda een van 
daardie bestemmings wat iets 
aan jou siel verander en wat jou 
altyd sal bybly.

A few hundred kilometres off Africa’s 
eastern shores is a patchwork island of 
bizarre forests, tinkling rivers and quirky 
creatures. 
After Greenland, New Guinea and 
Borneo, Madagascar is the world’s fourth 
largest island and home to 5 percent of 
the world’s plant and animal species, 80 
percent of which are unique to the island. 
With an incredible biodiversity, 
Madagascar is best known for its lemurs - 
primitive relatives of monkeys, apes, and 
humans; colourful chameleons; stunning 
orchids; and towering baobab trees.
Separated from mainland Africa over 165 
million years ago, Madagascar has been 
conducting its own wildlife experiment 
in evolution. The results are unique, 
fascinating and impressive:
•	 At least 12,000 plant species - 90% 

endemic - with 7 endemic families 
and 310 endemic genera

•	 6 of the world’s 8 baobab tree species

Crossing glaciers over an ice 
crust more than 800 meters 
thick, driving into volcanoes 
that can erupt at any time and 
ending the day in the warm 
healing waters of a natural spa 
– this is adventurous Iceland. 
But this beautiful and 
fascinating country offers the 
traveller much more than 
adventure alone.  Visit the 
National Þingvellir Park, where 
deep crevices and ravines 
expose the Mid-Atlantic Ridge, 
where the Eurasian and North 
American tectonic plates divide 
and still slowly pull away 
from each other, and where 
the Alþingi (the Icelandic 
parliament, the oldest one in 
the world) stood from 930 AD 
to 1789.  
See the amazing geothermal 
area at Geysir where boiling 
fountains have been squirting 
pillars of hot water 30 m into 
the air every few minutes since 
the fourteenth century.
Or travel to the many magical 

and beguiling waterfalls dotted 
all over the country, the best-
known the thundering Gulfoss 
with its ninety-degree angle.  
At Seljalandsfoss, the more 
adventurous can clamber up 
a slippery footpath through 
the spray and hide behind the 
water curtain that rumbles 
over your head from 70m above 
and crashes into a pool right at 
your feet.
Go into the highlands and 
experience the natural beauty 
of Thor’s Valley in the shadow 
of two active volcanoes.    
Iceland has 35 volcanoes with 
exotic names like Katla, named 
after a murderous witch of the 
ancient Icelandic sagas, and 
Hekla, in medieval legends the 
port through which lost souls 
went to hell. 
About 11% of the country is 
covered in lava.  Drive along 
wide streams of solidified lava 
6-7 metres high, with rocks 
melted together in huge clumps 
and covered in thick, green-
and-gray moss.  Think like the 
people of Iceland and you’ll see 

all sorts of figures in the pitch-
black lava formations.  They 
are petrified trolls, they say, 
and that elves also live in the 
crevices. 
Carry on through the highlands 
into the Fjallabak Nature 
Reserve, one of Iceland’s most 
scenic areas with deep valleys, 
steaming fountains and cool, 
clear streams.  Volcanic rhyolite 
rocks adorn the mountains in 
pink, yellow, mauve and rusty 
brown while snow drips like 
icing over the mountain peaks 
and down the slopes.
It is a dream destination and 
I had the privilege recently to 
spend 20 days there with Dave 
Pepler and the Groen team, as 
well as a small group of clients. 
Our means of transport was 
arctic trucks which made it 
possible to explore every inch 
of this land of fire and ice 
where the earth expends its 
hot breath, but also shows its 
beauty in abundance.
Some interesting facts about 
Iceland:
•	 The people speak Icelandic, 

Visit the land of fire and ice ... and trolls
Iceland
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which is similar to what 
the Vikings spoke – modern 
Icelanders can therefore 
read ancient Viking 
literature. The country has a 
literacy rate of 99%.

•	 Surnames in Iceland 
consist of the father’s first 
name and then “son” or 
“daughter”.  If the father is 
Thor Jonsson his son Aron 
will be Aron Thorsson and 
his daughter Anna will be 
Anna Thorsdottir.

•	 11% of the country is 
covered in glaciers.  
Vatnajökull is the largest, 
up to a kilometre thick and 
covering an area of 8 300 
square kilometres at an 
elevation of 2 109.6 m.

•	 More than 90% of Iceland’s 
electricity and heating 
comes from hydroelectric 
and geothermal sources.  
It can generate all the 
electricity needed by 
mainland Europe without 
burning any fossil fuels.

•	 All liquor stores in Iceland 
belong to the government.

Mongolië se winters is ‘n 
bibberkoue  -45 grade, sy milde 
somers gemiddeld 22 grade.  Hier 
is drie keer meer diere as mense 
en jy kan ses uur lank ry sonder 
om iemand op die uitgestrekte 
vlaktes te sien, maar as jy hulle 
wel teëkom, is hulle gulhartig en 
vriendelik.   Dít is Mongolië, land 
van kontraste – van bar woestyn 
in die suide tot die grootste 
varswatermeer in die noorde.

‘n mens soontoe wil gaan?  Die 
antwoord is eenvoudig:  jy gaan 
iets besonders misloop as jy nie 
gaan nie!
 Ek en vroulief, Karien, was in 
Januarie vanjaar daar – en wat ‘n 
onvergeetlike ervaring was dit nie!
‘n Jaar of twee gelede  het ek 
en Dave Pepler sit en dagdroom 
oor plekke wat ons nog wil 
besoek.  Mongolië was op Dave 
se wenslysie, nie op myne nie, 
hoewel ek, wat ‘n woestyn-mens 
is, geweet het die Gobi-woestyn is 
grotendeels in Mongolië. 
Toe, per toeval, beland ek in 
Oktober verlede jaar saam 
met David Scott, Skotland se 
konsul-generaal in Mongolië, 
in die Namib-woestyn.

Dit was middel winter met ons 
besoek.  Die koudste dag was

weet hoe warm dit in Suid-Afrika 
raak, en was amper geskok toe 
Karien sê dit haal soms tot 45 
grade C.   “But how can you live 
there?” was Selonga se verbaasde 
reaksie. 
Op my beurt wou ek weet: Hoe 
leef mens in winterkoue van 
-45 grade?  Of hoe speel jy 
gholf terwyl alles rondom jou 
toegesneeu is?
‘n Span van BBC Scotland was 
in Mongolië vir opnames van ‘n 
nuwe program, Wild Golf World 
Series.  So kon ek toe ook ‘n 
potjie gholf speel – met oranje 

Mongolië, betowerende land van kontraste
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balle op spierwit sneeu in ‘n 
koue -25 grade C!    Wat ‘n 
unieke ervaring om in sulke 
uiterste omstandighede te 
speel.
Dit is sulke belewenisse en 
ervarings wat reis so besonders 
maak.   Dan kry jy sommer 
ook antwoorde op jou vrae en 
ontrafel jy geheime.  
Hoekom moet Mongolië op jou 
"bucket list" wees?
•	 Dit het daardie “Namibië-

bekoring”.  Mongolië lê in 
Siberië, tussen Rusland in 
die noorde, China in die 
suide en Kazakhstan en 
Kyrgyzstan in die weste.  
Die land was tydens die 
Koue Oorlog deel van die 
Russiese Federasie.  Dit is 
die mees ylbevolkte land 
ter wêreld, naas  Namibië.  
Suid-Afrikaners hou van 
Namibië se uitgestrekte 
vlaktes, vriendelike mense 
en die gevoel van vryheid 
en ongebondenheid – om 
dieselfde redes sal hulle 
van Mongolië hou.  Meer 

as die helfte van die 
bevolking van 3 miljoen 
bly in die hoofstad, Ulan 
Bator.  Die res van die land 
is yl bevolk met Nomadiese 
gemeenskappe wat steeds 
eg tradisioneel leef.  Jy kan 
ses uur lank ry sonder om 
‘n mens te sien.  Daar is 
geen grensdrade nie – jy kan 
letterlik ry waar jy wil.  Dit 
is uiters uniek en spesiaal!  

•	 Die ryke geskiedenis en 
kultuur.  Net die Britse Ryk 
was groter as die Mongoolse 
Ryk.  Gedurende die 1200’s 
het Genghis Khan in 25 
jaar meer grondgebied 
verower as wat die Romeine 
in 400 jaar kon doen 
en oor bykans 30 lande 
geheers.  Met sy dood in 
1227 het sy seun Ogedei 
hom opgevolg.  Tydens sy 
bewind was die Mongole 
onstuitbaar en oppad om 
Europa te verower.  Sy 
dood in 1241 was, volgens 
die geskiedskrywer Conn 
Iggulden, een van die min 

gevalle waar een mens se 
dood ‘n geweldige invloed 
op die verloop van die 
wêreldgeskiedenis gehad 
het.  “If Ogedei had lived, 
there would have been 
no Elizabethan age, 
no British Empire, no 
Renaissance, perhaps no 
industrial revolution.  In 
such circumstances, this 
book could have very well 
been written in Mongolian 
or Chinese.”  Genghis se 
kleinseun, Kublai Kahn, 
stigter van die moderne 
China, het voortgebou op die 
trotse tradisie van sy oupa.  

•	 Dis ‘n land van kontraste.  
Daar is drie keer meer diere 
in Mongolië as mense.  Die
